Forgive my secret and my whispering sins; my bold and my arrogant sins – the sins 
I have done to please myself and those I have done to please others.  

Forgive my lazy and idle sins.  Forgive my sins done in weakness and those 
done in anger.  Forgive the sins I can remember – and those I have forgotten.   
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For time and talents wasted; for blessings taken for granted; for selfish ambitions – 
forgive them all.  Because of your great love and mercy absolve me of all of my 
offenses;  

I trust in the life and death of Jesus, my Substitute – deliver me from the 
punishment and guilt which my sins rightfully deserve. Amen!

God’s Word – 1 Corinthians 15:20-28 
20 But Christ has indeed been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have 
fallen asleep.  21 For since death came through 
a man, the resurrection of the dead comes also 
through a man.  22 For as in Adam all die, so in 
Christ all will be made alive.  23 But each in turn: 
Christ, the firstfruits; then, when he 
comes, those who belong to him.  24 Then the 
end will come, when he hands over the 
kingdom to God the Father after he has 
destroyed all dominion, authority and 
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power.  25 For he must reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet.  26 The last 
enemy to be destroyed is death.  27 For he “has put everything under his feet.” Now 
when it says that “everything” has been put under him, it is clear that this does not 
include God himself, who put everything under Christ.  28 When he has done this, then 
the Son himself will be made subject to him who put everything under him, so that God 
may be all in all.

You 
overcame the sting of death and opened the kingdom of heaven to all believers.

Come then, Lord, and help your people, bought with the price of your own 
blood, and bring us with your saints to glory everlasting.

I will rescue them from all the places where they were 
scattered on a day of clouds and darkness.  13 I will bring them out from the nations and 
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gather them from the countries, and I will bring them into their own land.  I will pasture 
them on the mountains of Israel, in the ravines and in all the settlements in the 
land.  14 I will tend them in a good pasture, and the mountain heights of Israel will be 
their grazing land.  There they will lie down in good grazing land, and there they will 
feed in a rich pasture on the mountains of Israel.  15 I myself will tend my sheep and 
have them lie down, declares the Sovereign LORD.  16 I will search for the lost and bring 
back the strays.  I will bind up the injured and strengthen the weak, but the sleek and 
the strong I will destroy.
